e Erasmus+ Traineeship Mobility enables the
students’ to do their internship in a company,
organisation or an University in another
programme country.

e |t aims to develop the students’ work experience.

e The traineeship content must be related to the
students’ field of study.

e.g: If you are an English Language and
Literature student, you cannot do your
internship in a company related to Law.




In order to participate the Erasmus + Traineeship
Mobility, it is not required to have an inter-institutional
agreement between any organisation or higher education
institution.

Students who apply for internship mobility are not required
to have a 30 ECTS course load on the semester they are

going to apply.

Students’ who have failed course, disciplinary penalty or extended
their study year can still apply for Erasmus+ Traineeship Mobility.
